Vernon “Vern” Vossler was our 3rd Elder Emeritus, and
peacefully went home to be with his Lord on Febrary 5th.
Vern was born on 12/17/41, in Ohio and lived there

until 1982 when he and his wife Judy, along with their
two daughters Dodie and Christie moved here.

Vern served as an MP in the Army in the 60’s and always
maintained his great love for this country.
